If possible also including: Tamarinds, cashew apples, jackfruit, lychees,
sapodillo plums, passion fruit, carambola, pitahaya, and others

* Kiwifruit often considered exotic, but has become quite mainstream.

* Similar evolution happing with avocado, but not as mainstream vyet.
